Apieka- Work on nature trails- clearing, cutting trees or limbs out of the way, trimming growth back, raking
Saturiwa- Pressure wash Aquatic Center, Campsite Bathrooms, bathhouse A, B and C, staff bathhouse and wa-
terfront bath house inside and out

Seminole- Remove and install new doors at campsite pavilions

Onathequa- Deep cleaning of Taylor Food prep/ storage areas

Outina- Work with Seminole to remove and install new doors at campsite pavilions
